The McCabe Educational Trust has for some years now 
supported t wo boys at the Anand Niwas boys home.  Our  
great news this month is that McCabe Pilgrimages have 
consolidated our small beginning and set up a support fund 
which will guarantee long term support for fifty boys!  
 

The McCabe family have a history of service in India 
dating back to 1921.  This tradition continues today and 
Alistair McCabe’s uncle is currently patron of six schools 
with a combined total of over 9,000 children.  Andrew was 
awarded the MBE in 1991 in recognition of 40 years 
continuous missionary serv ice in India.    
 
Andrew’s special interest is the Anand Niwas Boys Home near Lucknow where 200 boys aged 5-18 are 
nurtured and given the chance of a bright future.  McCabe Pilgrimages has adopted this Boys Home as 
their special project.  The running costs of the home are around £72,000 all of wh ich have to be raised 
from voluntary contributions.   Initially, the company will provide a quarter of the total and the intention 
is, with the support of McCabe travellers, to double this amount.  Andrew McCabe will retire shortly  
and this commitment will ensure the future of a lifetime’s work.

JAMES HARVEY MEMORIAL SCHOOL, NAWABGANJ   
 
The Challenge 
The Revd Andrew McCabe MBE, now in his 80’s, has been 
associated wi th the James Harvey M emorial  School for more than 
50 years.  The school caters for over 1,000 day pupils, both boys 
and girls and is funded by the Indian government who are happy 
with the school’s Christ ian based teaching.    Andrew’s special 
interest is the Anand Niwas Boys Home attached to the school 
where 200 boys aged 5-18 are nurtured and given the chance of a 
bright future.  Our challenge is to provide the necessary finance 
for this home to continue.   
 

The monthly budget of the home is £6,000 and it is the ambition of 
McCabe Pilgrimages to raise hal f of this amount in a regular and 
sustainable way guaranteeing these children a home for the present 
and prospects for their future.  Please consider supporting this very 
special work.  Nawabganj is in a very remote, rarely visited corner 
of India and the Boys Home relies totally on support from us and 
others like us.     
 

The McCabe Family 
The McCabe family have a history in India dating back to 1921 
when Alistair McCabe’s grandfather, George,  travelled to India as 
a missionary with the Regions Beyond Missionary Union.  
Alistai r’s father, also George, served on the mission field at Dr 
Graham’s Homes in Kalimpong.   His brother Andrew, also 
followed in their father’s footsteps, and is still serving in India, and 
is on the board of six schools, including this one, with a combined 
total of over 9,000 children.  Andrew was awarded the MBE in 
1991 for missionary work in India. 
 

The Anand Niwas Boys Home 
Anand Niwas means “The House of Joy” and is a name chosen by 
the boys themselves.  200 children who have either lost thei r 
parents or been abandoned, are brought up here in a loving 
Christian environment.  Many of the children come from remote 
Nepali villages and the children, once educated, have made a big 
impact on thei r return to their communities. These children are 
intelligent and eager to learn.  Sadly, few are given the 
opportunity.   
 

The History 
During the British Raj,  James Harvey,  a British Army Officer 
serving in nearby Faizabad received God's call to resign the Army 
and serve the Lord. He resigned and started the 'Sharan Nagar' 
Mission in Nawabganj.  'Sharan Nagar' means "T own of Refuge".  
This home was initially for mentally retarded women and boys. 
James Harvey died in 1922 and was buried in Nawabganj. Later 
on, his wife renamed the work in her husband's memory as 'The 
James Harvey Memorial School and Boys Home' and this work 
continues until today.
