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SUMMARY OF OUR YEAR: 
 

I am delighted to report that donations to the McCabe Educational Trust in 2005 increased by 

a full 40%.    This is down to the great generosity of McCabe travellers.  A grand total of 

£42,000 was received in donations.  We also sold 400 guide books during the year which 

including complimentary postage and packing from the McCabe office generated a further
