WednesdayJOURNEY TO THE HOLY LAND
We meet a London Heathrow Airpoit. EL AL flightYL316
departs at 1535 hours arriving at 2220. Transfeardxal to our

hotel in Jerusalemi-our night stay at the Golden Walls Hotel

close to the OId City and the Biblical sites welldbe visiting.

Thursday AN INTRODUCTION TO JERUSALEM
We drive to the
Mount of Olives

where we have a
panoramic view of the
walled city. As we
look across the
Kidron Valley we see
the Golden Gate, the
Dome of the Rock and
the Church of the Holy Sepulchre. On the Moun©Ol¥es we
visit the Pater Noster Church, Dominus Flevit Chaped the
Church of All Nations in the Garden of Gethseman&’e enter
the Old City and visit the Pool of Bethesda. Wemntleall at the
Ecce Homo convent and Lithstrotos. In the atemae follow
the Via Dolorosa through the lanes of the Old Qibythe
Church of the Holy Sepulchre. We end a busy d8yeatsite of
the Garden Tomb.

Inthe aternoon we visit to the villageBdthany where
we call at the Church and the Tomb of Lazarus. alge visit
the Jeel al-Amal Boys Home and the Lazarus Girlgnklan
Bethany, both supported by the McCabe EducatiomabtT
Returning to Jerusalem, some may wish to visit Western
Wall as the Jewish Sabbath begins.

Saturday BETHLEHEM
We cross into
Palestinian territory
to visit Bethlehem.
We visit the Fields of
the Shepherds (Holy
Communion) and
have time to shop in
the olive wood co-
operative. We enter
Manger Square and
visit the Basilica and
Grotto of the Nativity
and St Jerome's
Caves. Ater a break
for lunch, we return
to Jerusalem where
the rest of the

atternoon is free to relax, to spend time in sbak (bazaar) or

just to relax around the hotel.

Today we visit the

sites associated with

Jesus' life around the

Sea of Galilee. We

drive to the north of

the lake and visit the

ruins of Capernaum,

Jesus’ Galilean base.

We continue to
Mensa Christi
(where Jesus
appeared to his
disciples after His
resurrection) and
celebrate Holy

Communion on the

shores of the lake at

Tabgha beside the

Church of the Loaves and Fishes. We also driveéouthe
Convent of the Beatitudes to visit the church aadien which
commemorate the Sermon on the Mount. In the abernve
walk down to the lake and sail back across the@é&zalilee
to the hotel, returning by mid-aternoon to allame to relax
and swim.
