Jeel al-Amal Boys Home

Jeel al-Amal (Generation of Hope) School and BogsnEl was
founded in 1972 by two Christian Palestinians, &nd her
husband Basil Sahhar in the village of Bethanyhéodast of
Jerusalem. Today, there are more than 300 chiidrdéw primary
school and 100 boys living in the Boys Home. Atvs Bethany
now requires a lengthy detour around the new issaeurity wall.
When this wall is completed, Bethany will be sepeddrom
Jerusalem and pilgrims may no longer be able ib idcCabe
parties who do make the journey are made very wedcand the
McCabe Educational Trust helps maintain relatigos kvith
visitors who would like to get involved in a praeti way.

The boys come from Jerusalem and from towns atebe in the
Palestinian territories. Many are orphans or hawiduesd terrible
domestic problems. While there is little matemadalth, the love and devotion of the staff areecld in the
perfect manners and sunny dispositions of the r@mld Some older boys go on to further educatioseabndary
schools and get jobs which would have been impleseilbhout the help of Jeel. Many have gone ohelp their
families financially, which can be vital set agaitse dire economic situation that prevails in falestinian
territories today.

Jeel al Amal changes lives and many are the pilgrismwho over the years have been moved and amaze ditsy
work. The McCabe Educational Trust supports the running costs of Jeel with a monthly re mittance and
funds improve ments with capital grants.

Over the summer the McCabe Educational Trust linkedup with the
charitable teaching organisation, Unipal to send a team of five
experienced volunteer teachers from the UK to risuamer school in
Bethany. The objective of the programme was to Hedpchildren with
their English and also to have fun in arts andtsraéssions. Activities
included making puppets and collages, cooking Radestinian children
were particularly interested to experience Engésisine!) and painting
and drawing. The boys at Jeel painted a large Inaurahe playground
wall and the teachers accompanied the childrerripa into Jerusalem,
Bethlehem and Ramallah.  This summer school wllvrbecome an
annual event.

Itis not ugsu&lalestine for sexes to mix, but |
grew up with all the boys and joined them inside dnphanage with games of football
or marbles. Of course outside the orphanage we foenidden to mix. Later in life |
worked closely with my father Basil, assisting hirth the running of the home. |
gained first hand knowledge of the work God ha@gikim in rescuing orphaned and
destitute boys and after my father’s death, my eo#nd | continued to run the home.”

OUR STORY BEGINS

In November 1997, Alan Anderson visited Jeel al Aamal witnessed a heart-rending moment when foilorein
were brought to the home, two boys and two giflee boys were taken in but there was no placehtogirls. In
this moment, “The Friends of Lazarus” had its bemig. Alan found the funds and Samar rose todve
challenge. Anapartment was rented and adaptagéoas an orphanage and the name Lazarus adéyfted.
eleven years the home has grown to four apartmenitd house approximately forty girls, four houséimeos and
Samar. Conditions are cramped, sanitation paut tl@e rent high. Even so, Lazarus provides aaaldoving
environment and the girls are thriving. All of tinas been made possible by ongoing financial stfymon The
Friends of Lazarus, the McCabe Educational Trudtwsiting pilgrim parties who include a visit t@karus in
their itinerary - visiting the “Living Stones” ohé land.
